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Dear Parents and Carers, 

One of our School Improvement Priorities for this year has been to focus on  the subject of English. Many 

children have found writing and reading to be a challenge since Covid and the development of electronic 

devices in our childrenĦs lives. 

Some of the actions we have taken include teaching sentence structure so that the children understand 

what components are needed to form a sentence and how to develop it .  The children have also been fo-

cussing on oracy and time for fluency fun in class. If children can verbalise their thoughts, knowledge 

and understanding then, they can express themselves better in their writing.  

Please do encourage your children to put pen to paper at home. Writing shopping lists will help with 

spellings. If they write a diary, ask them to read it aloud to ensure it makes sense. You will also notice 

how much your childĦs handwriting has developed since September because this has been a big focus too.

Last week, our teachers met with the teachers from Rownhams Primary School to  look at and compare 

writing examples. It is a good way to ensure both schools expectations are in line with national expecta-

tion, which I am pleased to report, they are.  

Thank you for sharing your narrative stories with me today Sam, Grace, James, Arlo, Alfie and Myla in 

Year 3.  Your use of subordinate clauses, descriptive vocabulary, speech, fronted adverbials and preposi-

tions was impressive!
